2. He was the first president of the Community of Christ and worked to gather the scattered Saints across 

the Midwest.  He served from 1860-1914. 

6. This president shared a revelation calling for the ordination of women and the construction of a Temple 

dedicated to the Pursuit of Peace. He served from 1978-1996. 

7. A doctor and the first president ordained in the newly completed Auditorium. The Community of 

Christ experienced a lot of international growth during his time as President. He served from 1958-1978. 

 

Down: 

1. President during both World Wars and helped drive the early construction of the Auditorium. He 

served from 1915-1946. 

3. This president was a lawyer with a passion for education. He called for creating places of learning, 

especially curriculum for priesthood training. He was president from 1946-1958. 

4. 1832-1844: He translated the Book of Mormon and started the Restoration Movement. 

5. Today’s president of the Community of Christ. This man challenged the church family to be 

peacemakers. He became president in 2005. 

6. 1996-2004: He called for the church to identify itself as “Community of Christ.”
